PLACE

Begin looking ar golf professionals near you,
The closer they are the more likely you are o ger
lessons regularly. Ome cannot learn the game of
golf in only three lessons,

PRICE

Be aware of pricing oprions. Single lessons may
run anywhere from $33 w $150, but most
professionals offer a series of lessons thar bring the
cost per lesson down.  Before you commir o a
series of lessons, make sure you dick with your
instructor, Do not be afraid o my someone dse.
Once you find someone you like, determine how
commirted you want o be and discuss with your
professional how many lessons would be best for
you in order to meet your goals and how much you

are willing o spend.
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PHILOSOPHY

Do some rescarch and talk w the professional
before you set up a leson.  Ask them what
experience they have and get a feel for whar cheir
teaching philosophy is.  There are many good
professionals, but not all of them teach the same.
For example, 16 year weaching vereran, Cynthia
Brown at Park City Golf Course has always stuck
by her philosophy, “Teach each person as an
individual.” Brown docs not believe there is jusc
one swing modd.  “Everyone is buile differendy
and has different serengths and weaknesses, [ weach

Brown
also finds it imperative to understand how her
students leam. 1 determine each student’s style of
learning, whether it is auditory, visual, or
kinesthetic and reach them accordingly.”

Golf professional Kami Terrion focuses on
swing planc and impact position and always
emphasizes the basics: grip and seup. Meanwhile,
Darei Dehlin from Willow Creek Country Club
stands by her motto, “less movement, less error”
Dehlin likes a short compact swing and keeping
She also likes giving her
students drills so they can practice whar she teaches

instruction  simple.
even if she is not by their side.

PERSONALITY

Brown says, “Go o an instructor you
understand. [F they say the same thing over and
over and it doesnt dick, find someone who does
muake it cick. Find someone thar reaches the way
you learn.”  Terrion adds, "Find someone thar
makes you fecl comfortable.”

Whether you are a beginner whe needs work on
the basics or an advanced player who wants o
focus more on swing plane and rechnigue, there s
a professional out there for you.  Hopetully, the
four s, Place, Price, Philasophy, and Personaliry,
will help you find the nghe fit for you and your
game.
